6     Steps to Promote the Licensing Objectives 
 
6.2 The steps the applicant proposes to take to promote the licensing objectives are set out in 

the    operating schedule (see section M of Appendix A). 
 
6.3 In arriving at its decision on the application, the Licensing Authority’s primary consideration 

must be the promotion of the licensing objectives. 
 
7 Representations 
 
7.1 Five representations were received between 26th December 2020 and 3rd January 2021 

from local residents. The representations relate to all four licensing objectives. The 
residents are concerned that the grant of this application will have an adverse impact on 
the quality of their lives.  The area is for quiet residential homes and people and families 
with young children, and having this shop open until late in the evening seven days a week 
will create issues in respect of crime and disorder , e.g. groups congregating outside the 
shop, which might lead to late night noise disruption and alcohol- related anti-social 
behaviour. Granting this application could also lead to an increase in youth crime, due to 
the proposed trading hours (young people could hang around after school and through to 
the late night and that might lead to problems such as underage drinking and disruption to 
the community). The junction where the premises is located is also the scene for regular 
road traffic accidents. It also means it will be difficult for local residents to find a parking 
space (and this is the area where parking space is already hard to find – currently, parking 
is often dense in the vicinity of the Fairfax Road/Edgehill Road junction. Many nearby 
houses lack drives or garages, so vehicles are parked on the road or pavement). Also, the 
residents state there is already a licensed premises shop selling alcohol in close proximity, 
which closes at a reasonable time and causes no problem, so they do not wish another 
place where alcohol will be sold, especially at late hours.
