Summary

This report outlines an application for a transfer and vary DPS variation to an existing
premises licence for Uni, 39 Western Boulevard, Leicester and summarises the
representation received. It also highlights the licensing objectives, the relevant parts of
the guidance and regulations, and the pertinent sections of the Licensing Authority’s
Licensing Policy.

The existing licence is attached at Appendix A.
Application

An application was received on 13" April 2021 from Mr Sheakha Sharif Najhat to
transfer the existing premises licence for Uni, 39 Western Boulevard, Leicester into his
name and to specify himself as the Designated Premises Supervisor. A copy of the
application is attached at Appendix B.

Representation

A representation was received on 14™ April 2021 from Leicestershire Police in relation to
the prevention of crime and disorder, public safety, prevention of public nuisance and
the protection of children from harm. Leicestershire Police are concerned that this is not
a genuine transfer application and is an attempt to mislead the police and licensing
authority to believe a new applicant is involved in the business and will not repeat the
previous failings as highlighted in the review hearing held on 29" March 2021. A copy
of the representation is attached at Appendix C.

At the hearing on 29 March 2021 the decision of the members was to revoke the
premises licence. The current licence holder had until 24 April 2021 to appeal the
decision. At the time of writing the report we have not been notified whether an appeal
has been lodged.
