Summary

This report outlines an application for a review of an existing premises licence for Abu
Daniel and summarises the representation received. It also highlights the licensing
objectives, the relevant parts of the guidance and regulations, and the pertinent
sections of the Licensing Authority’s Licensing Policy.

Determination to be made

Having considered the application and representation, Members must consider
whether to
o Reject the review application
Modify the conditions of the licence
Exclude a licensable activity from the scope of the licence
Remove the designated premises supervisor
Suspend the licence for a period not exceeding three months
Revoke the licence

Where Members take the decision to reject the review application, they are permitted
to issue an informal warning to the licence holder and / or recommend improvement
within a particular period of time.

Application and promotion of the licensing objectives

An application was received on 13 October 2022 from the Noise Team for a review of
the existing premises licence for Abu Daniel. The application was made on the grounds
of the prevention of public nuisance. A copy of the application is attached at Appendix
A.

The Noise Team is concerned that the premises has caused nuisance to nearby
residential properties by playing amplified music and that due to the open front of the
premises the nuisance cannot be limited.

The existing licence is attached at Appendix B.
