volunteers and volunteering (though not
necessarily in the same manner as the
current arrangement). This service can be
procured through an "open procedure",
specifying broad outcomes and outputs in
line with the Council's manifesto
commitment to the VCS. The commissioned
provider should deliver appropriate support
to improve the sector's efficacy,
sustainability and viability.

Continue to use existing and historical
working arrangements within the Council to
promote our own volunteering opportunities.
