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5. Application

5.1  An application was received on 2" October 2018 from Pawelek Leicester Limited for a
new premises licence for 249 Hinckley Road, Leicester. A copy of the application is
attached at Appendix A.

Representation

Two representations were received on 30 October 2018 from local residents. The
representations relate to the prevention of crime and disorder, the prevention of public
nuisance, public safety and the protection of children from harm. The residents are
concerned that there are already issues in the area with crime and disorder, littering and
groups of people drinking in the street. Copies of the representations are attached at
Appendix B.
