The change to the standard
levels allowed for disability related expenditure
per week will bring this in line with the average
cost of such expenditure in Leicester. Discretion
will remain where people incur more than the
standard amount, if they can evidence that their
expenses are higher because of their disability.

This will make it fairer and will allow the Council
to better reflect what people are spending and
deliver services to help more people across the
City.
