The aim of the Regulations and of the Council’s policy is to encourage public interest
and engagement so in recording or reporting on proceedings members of the public
are asked:

v to respect the right of others to view and hear debates without interruption;
v/ to ensure that the sound on any device is fully muted and intrusive lighting
avoided;
