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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

Loneliness and social isolation are significant risk factors for people’s health and
well-being. This presentation outlines a 12-month pilot that is taking place in 2 parts
of the City. The pilot is using a community connector model, and utilising Social

Value to connect isolated or lonely adults to activities and support within their
communities.

This work is being delivered by Leicester Ageing Together (LAT) over a one year
period.

This work supports the work of the Health and Wellbeing Strategy by addressing
isolation and loneliness and helping people to form strong social connections with
their local community.
