Bins On Streets

We have seen a vast reduction of wheelie bins out after bin collection day in the St Andrews area
of the ward and have now expanded this project to include, Brazil Street, Burnmoor Street, Filbert
Street, Filbert Street East and Hazel Street. With these new streets, we have already seen an
improvement with the reduction of these wheelie bins.

Over 13 streets have been looked at and around 71
properties were issued Fixed Penalty Notices in the
Saffron area since the start of the project at the end
of last year.

Please help to keep our streets clean, and ensure
your bin is removed from the public highway after
collection and not left on the street.

FLY TIPPING

There has been an increase in fly tipped waste across the ward and we have issued fines and
clean up cost to those responsible. We are working hard to educate residents in how they should
dispose of their waste legally.
