Proxy sales of alcohol

'Proxy sales' is a term used to describe the purchase of alcohol on
behalf of children.

A person commits an offence if they buy or attempt to buy alcohol on
behalf someone under 18. It is also an offence for a person to buy or
attempt to buy alcohol for someone under 18 to drink on licensed
premises. However, it is legal for someone aged 18 or over to buy beer,
wine or cider for someone aged 16 or 17 to drink with a table meal on
licensed premises, as long as the young person is accompanied at the
meal by a person aged 18 or over.

Although it is the person who buys or attempts to buy alcohol for a child
who commits the offence, you have a duty under "the protection of
children from harm" licensing objective to prevent such sales from
occurring.
