CONDITIONS CONSISTENT WITH THE OPERATING SCHEDULE 

The licence holder will ensure regular relevant staff training.  

There will be a CCTV system at the venue.   

The licence holder will ensure there is no overcrowding in the building including a 
maximum capacity and monitored admission at the downstairs venue.  

The licence holder will set a capacity limit for the basement venue, which will be 
ticketed and admission monitored by staff. 

The licence holder will ensure events for The UK Kids Comedy Festival be supervised 
and there will be no events aimed at children after 7pm. 

Prominent, clear notices shall be displayed at all exits and on the balcony requesting 
customers and staff respect the needs of local residents by keeping noise to a 
minimum when using the outside area and when leaving the premises. All such signs 
must be in a permanent form, prominently placed and be legible. 

CONDITIONS CONSISTENT WITH THE REPRESENTATION AND AGREEMENT 
FROM LEICESTERSHIRE POLICE 

A high definition coloured CCTV system must be installed, maintained and records 
clear images permitting the identification of individuals whilst the premises is open to 
the public. CCTV cameras to cover all public areas of the premises including the main 
entrance and pavement area directly outside the main entrance. 

The CCTV system and recordings must have a constant and accurate date and time 
stamp. The CCTV system must be fitted with security functions to prevent recordings 
being tampered with or deleted. CCTV images shall be retained for at least 31 days 
and those images shall be made available to an officer from a responsible authority in 
accordance with data protection law, within a reasonable time period. 

The licence holder will ensure that the use of door supervisors / security will be risk 
accessed on an ongoing basis and if deemed necessary all door supervisors / security 
will be Security Industry Authority (SIA) registered. 

The licence holder will operate a Challenge 21 policy with the only acceptable proof of 
age identification consisting of a current passport, photo card driving licence or 
identification carrying a PASS logo. A training record must be kept on the premises, 
retained for twelve months and produced to an officer from a responsible authority 
upon request. 

The licence holder will promote and ensure that all front of house staff are trained in 
public safety campaigns such as the “Ask Angela” or other similar schemes. A record 
of training must be retained for at least twelve months, the record kept on the premises 
and made available to the responsible authorities on request.
