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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 
 
As part of the Public Health Grant, Local Authority Public Health teams are 
required to procure a comprehensive sexual health service which provides 
contraceptive services and STI testing and treatment, as well as outreach 
services for vulnerable groups, RSE in educational settings and training for the 
local network. It is important that these services are designed to be responsive 
to the specific needs of the population they serve. In order to inform the 
service specification for the re-procurement of these services in Leicester, a 
comprehensive programme of public and stakeholder engagement was 
undertaken and the results analysed. The findings and recommendations are
